COP26 – UN CLIMATE CHANGE CONFERENCE 31/10/21 – 12/11/21
PRACTICES WITH PREMISES WITHIN THE LOCKED DOWN AREA ON 1/11/21

In just six weeks the United Nations’ Climate Change Conference will arrive in Glasgow, with more than 25,000 people expected to attend the event between 31 October and 12 November. With a high level of disruption to travel expected, before, during and after COP26, it’s important to be ready now. 
 
There will be a huge impact on both roads and public transport, with major areas of Glasgow and surrounding areas being closed off and diversions in place. Get Ready Glasgow is a helpful resource for the latest information on road closures and travel information around COP26, so please use this each day you have to travel, you can find the latest travel and major road closures information, including the plan for the Clyde Expressway closure, here. You may wish to sign up to receive the newsletter to receive updates or follow them on twitter.

Attached is an information document with a checklist which Practices may find useful.

Although disruption before, during and after the event is anticipated, due to a COP26 related event on Monday 1st November there will be additional road closures that may have an impact on your Practice.  The road closures for this period are detailed in the attached maps and will be effective from 9am until midnight on 1st November 2021.  During this period there will be no vehicle access however pedestrian access will be maintained.  
Please note there are 3 areas affected on 1st November, one is complete lockdown where no vehicle access will be permitted and two are semi lockdown which will allow some access.

Practices may wish to consider how the conference and in particular the COP26 related event on 1st November affects how their patients access services and communicate this to them in the most appropriate way.
Please keep in mind that Community Pharmacy will also be impacted during this period and that, wherever possible, routine repeat prescriptions due during the conference should be provided early.  If you are remotely consulting with a patient via Near Me or on the telephone and a prescription is required, please only email (or phone) urgent prescriptions into the pharmacy, arrange any non-urgent prescriptions in the normal way and advise the patient they will be ready for collection at the pharmacy in 48 hours.
Although the event will have on site medical cover for delegates, GP practices are reminded of their contractual responsibilities to provide treatment to temporary residents and to provide immediate and necessary treatment in an emergency if required.  There are also detailed planning discussions ongoing with A&E, Minor Injuries and Out of Hours etc. about any possible impact on services.
Delays and disruption are inevitable and unfortunately will be unable to be circumvented and for this reason preparation and planning is so important.

The Get Ready Glasgow website is a trusted one-stop source of accurate, up to date information in respect of this event, will continually be updated and therefore should be checked regularly.
