To support the additional testing requirements, we would like to advise you of the introduction of a new Orient Gene (OG) LFD test kit which contains 20 Lateral Flow Devices. It’s important that all stock of Innova 25s and OG 7s already in circulation (in stock or allocated to staff) should be used before staff are supplied with OG20 kits.
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	When will this happen?
You will start to see these new OG20 LFD test kits from this week so please read the attached briefing documents along with specific testing guidance which can be accessed on Turas (Links below). These have been designed to support you rolling out the change to your team. 
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	Important information to be aware of
The manufacturers guide and wallet-sized instruction card contained within the OG20 box are NOT the guides that we want staff to follow.  They are detailed and very technical. Therefore, we have created clear, specific guidance for your staff. 
 
Please ask staff to destroy the guides in the box and refer to the new “Step by Step Guide” (link below).
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What do I need to know?
We understand that changes to products or procedures impact on your time. Therefore, we’ve created sector specific resources to support you and your staff using these new OG20 LFD test kits:
