2020-21 YEAR END SUBMISSIONS AND 2021-22 ENHANCED SERVICE PAYMENTS PROCESS
I am writing to clarify a few issues that have been raised following my previous letter dated 19th May 2021.

Palliative Care
Practices should have been delivering the Directed Enhanced Services as per the specification which included carrying out SEA’s.  During 2019-20 Practices were still required to complete the SEA’s however were not required to submit them at year end.  The only change was Practices have been asked to submit the SEA’s following year end.  The request for SEA’s was made on the understanding that they would still have been taking place during 2020/21 and therefore the information would be available however, if due to the current challenging circumstances these are not currently available they can be submitted at a later date.

Payment will be calculated on the number of SEA’s claimed for on the claim form.  
Extended Hours

Practices are reminded that the consultations can be for pre-booked appointments as well as for urgent and routine care.  They do not require to be face to face nor directly pre-bookable without triage and can be used for triage.

Reinstatement of extended hours may support social distancing measures by spreading out patient contacts over a longer time.  
The agreement with the LMC was to ask Practices to recommence delivering the service and if unable to do so payment would cease.  However, in view of the continuing challenging circumstances it has been agreed if Practices are unable to recommence delivering the service there will be no financial penalty, at this stage, which will be reviewed again for quarter 3.
